Gullibility in the Gulf

But after that, the issue gets a bit muddied.  If He’s building up such a favorable following, why in the world—in heaven it still seems a bit OK—don’t they see what’s going on?

1)  Like why Israel must maintain such a formidable fence around Gaza for her survival?
2) Or why there is such a crescendo of hatred building up against the Jews just when God’s promises to them are beginning to come home?
3) Or why Barack Hussein, along with British Petroleum and their bilateral billions have to helplessly hang their heads? (Actually President Know-Everything does come across like he may have his plumber’s license!) However, in the face of a disaster that has been on the prophetic notice board for some 2000 years, aka the Bible, it’s a petty inept show!

And it has ever since remained a hope, a longing, as expressed in their prayers for these nearly 2,000 years. 

No other people has ever claimed Palestine as their national home. No other people has ever shown an aptitude or indicated a genuine desire to make it their homeland, (it) has been ruled by foreigners. Only since the beginning of the modern Zionist effort may it be said that a creative, cultural, and economic force has entered Palestine. The Jewish Nation was forced from its natural home… A perusal of Jewish history, a reading of Josephus, will convince the most skeptical that the grandest fight that was ever put up against an enemy was put up by the Jew. He never thought of leaving Palestine.

"But he was driven out. But did he, when driven out, give up his hope of getting back? Jewish history and Jewish literature give the answer to that question. The Jew even has a fast day devoted to the day of destruction of the Jewish homeland. Never throughout history did they give up hope of returning there…90 per cent of the Jews to-day are praying for the return of the Jewish people to its own home…there is something prophetic in the fact that during the ages no other nation has taken over Palestine and held it in the sense of a homeland; and there is something providential in the fact that for 1,800 years it has remained in desolation as if waiting for the return of its people." 


Something prophetic indeed (underlining mine)!  Some 85 declarations in the Bible, plus the above words that were from no less than the U.S. Congressional Record in 1922!

But the Arabs (aka “Palestinians”) began flowing in from 1917 on and reached tsunami levels in 1948. Unfortunately support from the Americans of U.S. Congressional Record 1922 heritage, began flowing out in November 2008. Abba did feel that finger in His eye, but he never blinked!
