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What, pray tell, might be Abba’s next prophetic curve ball?

Some Kingdom enthusiasts might well opt for a 3.5 million-seat cathedral to lure the Lord of the Harvest to return, but I’m not sure that these latter days fishers of men might be using the right bait?

Looking at a much earlier and even much wider broadband of prophetic destiny, my good friend, brother and colleague, Dr. LaSalle Vaughn of the New Life Christian Center of San Antonio, TX, logs on to a more ancient scenario of Biblical roots and end-of-days restorations.
And he has written a book on the matter with the all-revealing sub-title: Christians Returning to their Hebraic Roots.  Therefore, in this rather brief MEAL Bulletin before the holidays, I want to let all my friends know that it’s now available.  

It is anything but a challenge to change churches, or getting locked into legalism or some other presumed bonanza for bondage—as a few are always wont to misinterpret. 

Instead, it’s a few timely clues to re-discover hidden treasure as Yeshua once taught in Mt 13:52:   “He said to them, "Therefore every teacher of the law who has been instructed about the kingdom of heaven is like the owner of a house who brings out of his storeroom new treasures as well as old."
The above mentioned “new” treasures have been fairly well locked-in by most of the Church.  But hardly to sidetrack any of those “newer” discoveries—Dr. Vaughn reminds us of a few of the “golden-oldies” that the Ancient of Days never once intended for us to dispense with in our upward journey home.  
And of special significance are his final five chapters from “Understanding the Times” to “One New Man”.  These issues are where both a frustrated Jerusalem and a God-rejecting globe are now grimacing at the moment.  And I wholeheartedly recommend your checking them out.  It’s truly timely treasure!
Unfortunately, too many believers are bitterly bugged, as the big hand heads toward twelve, midnight.  Just like the Good Book says, “In the world you’ll have a bit of trouble,” but there are those who resentfully want to turn the clock back to those “good old days” when Caesar was much more on side than he is now! It never ceases to amaze me when professed believers are so unwilling to recognize that these unpalatable God-forsaken changes “that we now bereave in” are merely a bit of the count-down to better days—in fact a far better Kingdom.
Dr. LaSalle and I—and I hope that you too—are on the same page.

I first met him in Jerusalem in 2001 which was a God-moment if I’ve ever had one—and as it turns out, I’ve had quite a few!  I won’t take up the time to tell you about it now, because it’s in my endorsement in the opening few pages of “The Next Great Move of God”.  You can read it there, but let me give you just a wee intro.  No sooner had he finished reading my first book, “Where is the Body?”, as he flew across the Atlantic to Jerusalem, than he unwittingly coursed right into my book table at the Feast of Tabernacles.  His opening comment was, “Where have I seen you before?”  Well, it just happened not to be in person, but on the photo on the back cover of my book!  Not having really met each other, it took a few moments to catch the significance of what had happened, but La Salle and I have come a good distance together since then!
He loves the Jews and he loves Jerusalem, but in matching his roots (with my own genetics from Hungary and a few other dots across Europe) he fits right into the last half of the last chapter of my latest book, “Nineveh: A Parody of the Present”.  That closing section just happens to be called, “The Hidden Harvest” and Dr. Vaughn traces his own DNA to the Ethiopians.  Is He Jewish?  Well according to Romans 11:17, if he wasn’t before, he is now, and I’m sure that you, my readers, have been well informed of the saga of the Ethiopian Jews up to this very moment.

So I suggest reading his book to further bring you up to speed—not that the “changes” of the hour are not whirling us fast enough now!  And at the same time, you might pick up on my own end-of-days message in “Nineveh: A Parody of the Present” if you don’t yet have it. Check it out if for no other reason than the revelation of Hebraic genetics across Africa, Southeast Asia and the South Pacific in “Hidden Harvest,” the final section in the last half of my last chapter.  Nor may we ever lose sight of Jer 16:14-15:

 "However, the days are coming," declares the Lord, "when men will no longer say, 'As surely as the Lord lives, who brought the Israelites up out of Egypt,' but they will say, 'As surely as the Lord lives, who brought the Israelites up out of the land of the north and out of all the countries where he had banished them.' For I will restore them to the land I gave their forefathers.”
Presuming that the 1990 Exodus from the Former Soviet Union was a decent start, the expanded insights into the Hebraic meaning of “north” in Chapter 2 of “Nineveh: A Parody…”  could well hold even a few more end-of-days surprises.
