8.112 Noah, Job and Daniel Back on Center Stage                                 20 November

There is a scripture penned by the Prophet Ezekiel that may well be due for a re-run considering the decadence of our day.  Abba has been known to recycle well-worn prophecies, you know.  Yeshua says, "Let nothing be wasted."  I’d guess that could include a once set-apart and recyclable prophecy!

And Solomon in Ecc 3:15 declares: "Whatever is has already been, and what will be has been before, and God will call the past to account."  And then there's Ecc 1:9: "What has been will all be again, what has been done will be done again; there is nothing new under the sun".  

All this gives credence to the Hebraic concept of time being circular in stark opposition to Greek Hellenism presuming time to be linear.  And we get the secular philosopher, George Santayana, coming up with the same conclusion: "Those who cannot remember the past are condemned to repeat it."  

Not a bad reason for reading our Bibles, including Eze 14:12-14: "The Word of the Lord came to me: Son of man, if a country sins against me by being unfaithful and I stretch out my hand against it to cut off its food supply and send famine upon it and kill its men and their animals, even if these three men -- Noah, Daniel and Job -- were in it, they could save only themselves by their righteousness, declares the Sovereign Lord."

To underline it, Ezekiel runs it past us again in verse 20, "…as surely as I live, declares the Sovereign Lord, even if Noah, Daniel and Job were in it, they could save neither son nor daughter.  They would save only themselves by their own righteousness." 

Sounds pretty important if not a bit grim!  Can we suppose the Western World in general, and America in particular, has arrived once more on the doorstep of Ezekiel 14?  Read the whole chapter through; it repeats like a broken record.  Could this be a re-run for Election Day, November 4th?

One very special sister from Tennessee wrote asking why my last week's MEAL Bulletin was about Saudi Arabia's Global financial intrusions instead of making her wait an extra week for my take on the US Election.  Could there perhaps be an inseparable relationship between the two bulletins?

For some reason Abba impressed upon me to call your attention to the long financial fingers of the House of Saud before we got too far away from the Election.  But let's take a look at the election now:

As I see it at the moment, there were Three Disappointed pre-election positions; there were also Three Stark Losers, and possibly even One Potential Winner for whom the jury is still out.

So who were the three disappointed positions?

As you well know, there was a massive volume of biblically based prayer that bounced off the heavenlies. Category One of the dismayed were those crushed with the moment of truth that not only was the wanton murder of the unborn not driven into oblivion,  but looked to be even given a boost instead!  

Position Two of hoped-for progress were petrified that not only was the perversion of preferred partners not sent back to Sodom's sin-bin, but most likely honorably advanced to post-Christian paganism. 

And for Set Three of the faithful intercessors, not only will public prayer in the halls of government and education not likely be restored, but rather seemingly relegated to the dustbins of history.  What's happened?  Maybe we should ask Noah, Daniel or Job if they reckon that these are the only three infractions that the Father had on the books?

Look!  I'm no more impressed with butchering babies, parading perversion or boycotting biblical behavior from middle school to the media than any other Bible believer, but are these actually Abba's shortlist of sins infesting the West, or did we happen to make this selection of sedition ourselves?

Perversion is abominable, yet so is greed.  Idolatry which got ancient Israel on the skids from time to time is worshipping anything else but the Almighty: like Baal—like bowing to big bucks; like Ashtaroth—like wallowing in wanton affluence; like calling light darkness and darkness light; or like sin insurance. 
Sin insurance?  What's sin insurance? It's an ancient theological term, meaning any way off the hook but repentance! [See Gen 3:12-13 for starters, and then follow on to no lack of private loopholes].

Maybe we ought to be reading a bit more in the Hebrew prophets (those like Noah, Daniel or Job) to see what so upset Abba in those days to where he wouldn't even listen to their prayers anymore!

So it seems like the election disappointed a fair few of us. Do you reckon we are back to Ezekiel 14?  I'm hardly the Judge –just asking a few questions and checking out a few Prophets.  I've got my own house to sweep as well.

But it's time now to look at the Three Losers:  First of all, there were a myriad of our most deserving black brethren, who thought they were getting a black president for the first time in history.  I'm the first one to be on their side after my 47-year tenure with my adopted ethnic family in the Southern Highlands of Papua New Guinea. 
Unfortunately they lost.  He's not exactly black. The First Lady is, if that helps. From the research that we have been presented from his Luo tribal roots in Kenya to Jakarta to Hawaii to Chicago, he has 4 Caucasian great grandparents, 3 Kenyan-Arabic great grandparents and one dear black great-grandmother, bless her heart, which got him elected on the media manipulated racial ticket.

What an embarrassment, what a disappointment, what sheer cynicism when little kids the world over clutch their bellies in pain and the politicians are off at their Wine and Dine Summits "solving" those suffering scenarios of starvation and slavery.

No one better hold their breath this time around either.  Did I hear Solomon say something about, "…nothing new under the sun?"  Sorry for those losers among the destitute who were hoping the "change" might catch up with their nutrition!  Certainly these are early days, but everyone knows that those cynical promises will never, ever be met, everyone that is except that tsunami of young voters who were swept away with the messianic fervor of a new generation of King of Pop on center stage! Change indeed— change you can bereave in!

And there are yet a third set of losers; those who thought that a new President will be ushering in the Kingdom of God.  Or could my Bible be wrong?  I thought it taught me that the nations as a whole are considered in opposition to the Rule that is coming:  "Your Kingdom come; Your will be done".  Hmmm!  It could come as a surprise to some, but not even much-praying America has had that special place with The Ancient of Days?  (We always wondered why Daniel didn't mention it!)  

Now it looks like the Halo may even go back to Europe.  Paris no doubt, or is it London or Berlin? Or will they start to fight over it all over again? Possibly it will be Riyadh to settle the argument this time –of course!  More disillusionment; but after Rome collapsed, the Chosen City of Heaven never was or never will be Washington!  The Bible has a different suggested capital, and I will give you a hint.  It's not going to be Babylon!

But back to the election, were there no winners this time?  
It's a long shot but could it be Barack Hussein Muhammad Obama after all? [That's his complete Kenyan Luo tribal name that he inherited long before Hawaii.]  If this poor media performer does not happen to turn out to be the Mahdi that the Muslims are waiting for; or the mercenary messiah the US liberals think he is, or the liberator that some of our black brethren had thought he would be –ouch!  This poor fellow is headed for the pain-plus parlor!  Can you presume that he has more than three and a half years to prove his pudding?
