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In reviewing my bulletin 0f 18 December 2005, I surprised myself to discover just how close I was to the moment of truth that only a few days ago sent shivers up the spine of Condoleezza Rice, her President, and fellow sovereigns of the Western World with the landslide victory of Hamas a mere 6 weeks after my article. 

To me, the real shocker was why didn’t they know what was coming?

In my December bulletin I wrote the following 2 paragraphs: 

If “democracy” is soon to be “enjoyed” throughout the Middle East, what of those Islamic “democracies” who [undoubtedly will] vote overwhelmingly to destroy the Jew, not to mention the Christian along with the Jew! Among Israel’s near neighbors, the polls for the elimination of the Jew from the Middle East now runs from 60%-80% in favor of the diabolic deed.

Everyone from the UN’s Kofi Anan to the peace-pretenders of the West seemed to be aghast at the recent vitriolic ranting against Israel by Iranian President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad when he declared that Israel must be wiped off the map. Are these current masters of mankind hopeless hypocrites? Or are they simply so sold out to their own prestige, that they are utterly blind to reality? What the President of Iran said was no more and no less than what 80% of the Islamic Middle East thinks, because of what their holy books have programmed them for over 1300 years that must be done with Jews and Christians! No one skilled enough to hold a microphone, fasten a seatbelt or dial a telephone could be that naïve to miss the overtones of the global ascendancy that Islam is fast achieving! Do they think it’s a bad dream that will go away?

Now that it has actually happened it is interesting to watch the lads in leadership (and at least one lass) to scamper for excuses, explanations and scapegoats to justify their shortsightedness of what was sooner rather than later coming out of Isalm. To confess my own myopia, I thought for certain that they must have known what was brewing on the back burner, and either thought they could easily enough manipulate it or else they just plain didn’t care.
