10.052 Gushing for an answer, but resisting Reality

To my readers who favor an eventual New World Order out of Jerusalem over the more tinny types from Copenhagen or Brussels,

Back in the dim, distant days of yore—long before Al Gore was designed in what Psalm 110:3 poetically refers to as the "womb of the dawn"—the absolutely first clues of climate change were relayed by Apostle John the Divine in Revelation 8:6-13.  Narrowing that down to verse 8—you’ll do well to also check out and read the rest—it goes like this:

Certainly, it would not serve the king-pins well if those drab and dreary peasants thought of it first!

I wrote all about this in “Showdown…”, but if you also need a 2nd opinion [aka witness] go to a short article by ace columnist, Charles Krauthammer, "The New Socialism, Climategate and the NWO". Krauthammer will likewise calm our guilt trip from neglected Carbon Trading Emissions by the fact that even though humanity has indeed added a smidgen of carbon dioxide to the overall mix, serious science suggests this whole thing has been inflated to dirigible proportions. The bottom line is a global power grab by the big-boys-club to keep all peanut-players in line!
  
If you're still not clued-up on how they play the game here's some homework:

This type of estimated measurement—less than half, but a whopping big event— is commonplace in the non-technical societies of the Third World to this day”. The entirety of Chapter 5 in Showdown of the Gods gives clues on the dimensions of these disasters from overall spillage to the significance of blood symbolism (have you noted some of the current colors from the Deepwater-Horizon spill?) and the equally symbolic blood-curdling ruin of the globe.

Now that's a brilliant bit of humanism, as if the blame-game would adequately fix the flow of either facts or fluid! Suppose the price tag does go global like adding a few dozen zeros to the US national debt—I can't fathom that they would try to finger someone like China to chip in on the charges?  Unless somehow they would try to implicate Israel, the world’s standard scapegoat!  Yet all the spun gold of Rumplestiltskin couldn't touch the tab. What will Abba yet have to do to press His point for the humanistic limitations of lucre?

Probing the variety of information that is pouring forth as well, I suggest you first check out the following Deepwater Horizon Photos which will give some added sense to the seriousness of the struggle. Getting biblical, the conflagration in the photos is the nearest thing to the pit that anyone would ever want to approach. It certainly reflects a bit of serious imagery from Rev 8 and 9 that is not happy stuff. The "It-could-never-happen-here" crowd needs to think it through.

Other reports published in the Examiner.com, include "Mother of all gushers could kill Earth's Oceans" by Sterling Allen, CEO of the New Energy Congress.  Follow-on comments by Paul Noel representing Pure Energy Systems News of the same company, give added technical insights for what's been happening so far.
