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Most all of us who have a taste for tranquility prefer to lie down in "green pastures" over lining up before grim pictures.  Nevertheless, the panorama might well get a bit grimmer before the grass gets decidedly greener.

If the skyrocketing villainy of fuel prices were our only woe, we could dry our tears in short order. 

In Rev 9:13-16, there is the prophetic preview of an army of 200 million bounding forth from the Euphrates River at the blast of the Sixth Trumpet:  “And the four angels who had been kept ready for this very hour and day and month and year were released to kill a third of mankind. The number of the mounted troops was two hundred million. I heard their number.”
Up to 9-11, you could be forgiven for assuming with those latter-day prophetic dart throwers of yesteryear that the 200-million man army would surface from China. Not so!

Without a doubt whatsoever, China is hardly headed for Jerusalem these days anymore than the Euphrates River runs through Beijing!
