Old Pharaoh may be Back Hammering Out Hebrews

For those grossly troubled by today’s current senseless and almost universal Jihad upon the Jews, there is an intriguing Scripture text in Romans 9:17-18:  For the Scripture says to Pharaoh: "I raised you up for this very purpose, that I might display my power in you and that my name might be proclaimed in all the earth." 
It is a nearly identical Hebraic quote of Exodus 9:16 and links closely to several similar texts in Ex 7:5; Ex 9:13-14; Ex 12:27-29; including Ex 14:4 which also suggests divine strategy:  And I will harden Pharaoh's heart, and he will pursue them. But I will gain glory for myself through Pharaoh and all his army, and the Egyptians will know that I am the Lord."
But they all combine to reflect that the Most High often uses His earthbound wannabes to help with the chores if they so choose!  And the Pharaoh of Exodus fame was not the only scruffy sovereign the Most High allowed to move across His celestial chessboard. There was Nebuchadnezzar and Darius from the book of Daniel, a so-so Cyrus in Isaiah 45, and even the King of Tyre as featured in Ezekiel 28.  Jeremiah even called the metronome-mannered Nebuchadnezzar the Almighty’s “servant” 3 times in his earlier prophetic discourse  (Chapters 25; 27 and 43). But then he noted Nebbie’s true tendencies in the closing three chapters of his prophetic writings dealing with Babylon’s final judgment.

Thus, the Lord’s allowing an evil tyrant to function as a judgment upon the “faithful”—who should have known better—is quite biblical. 
Then again, troubles are sometimes either to test or toughen up His people as in the case of Job 23:10:  But he knows the way that I take; when he has tested me, I will come forth as gold.
So this is to neither cast dispersions on the performance of a re-gathered Israel, or to judge the frailties of the faithful flock of America or anywhere else in the world. Merely let us look at the facts on the ground.  Israel is currently in trouble with a crescendo of anti-Semites around the globe, and the White House—among other deeds of duplicity—has lately joined the queue.  

Here are a few of the multiplicity of published reports you won’t get on the media:
Moshe Dann, a writer and journalist living in Jerusalem writes for Ynet in an article entitled “Hard-Heartedness—the meaning of Exodus”. He goes on with a sub-title: “Pharaoh and President Obama help us awaken Jewish awareness”.  As if Jews needed a reminder in the form of a modern rendition of "Pharaoh's heart hardened," President Obama provides an example, emphasizing an important lesson: The Egyptian dictator/king was part of the process of liberation and, ultimately, of God's will and the destiny of the Jewish People.

Despite Obama's nasty treatment of Israel's prime minister (25 March) and unreasonable demands, US Secretary of State Hillary Clinton's hysterical condemnations despite suggestions that Israel is guilty of war crimes, human rights violations, apartheid, and hindering America's war efforts in Pakistan and Afghanistan; despite Israel's demonization at the UN and Arab/Muslim boycott and isolation, the Israeli government and the Jewish People are stronger and more united. Go figure.

In Egypt, three millennia ago, Hebrews (as Jews were then called) not only suffered as slaves, but believed that slavery was their lot. Not yet a people, they had descended to the lowest rung of human existence, spiritually as well as physically; powerless, they lived in a state of unconsciousness.

Moses and Aaron awakened Jewish awareness; but it took 10 plagues to convince Pharaoh to allow the Jews to leave, a process of realization that involved suffering and destruction, especially for Egyptians. Had Pharaoh allowed the Jews to leave immediately, there would not have been a revelation of divine power, in contrast to Pharaoh's phony ego-trip.

Wright – all of their doctrines say that the Palestinians are wonderful and that the Israelis are basically Nazis… I think that the President has gotten that by osmosis… This is our first anti-Israeli President; it’s bewildering and astonishing.”
And there are not a few more confused cries that we dare not include due to the sheer number of repetitions.  What we list above more than tells the tale. The President has an alternate agenda!
Is Moshe Dann correct in that an ancient Pharaoh has symbolically been catapulted from the pyramids to repressively rule over a long-lusted for One World Government?
